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Report of the Board of Directors for 2023-24

We are pleased to present Meghalaya Rural Bank's forty-third Annual Report, along with the audited

statement of accounts and Auditors' Report for the financial year ended 31st March 2024.

CAPITAL STRUCTURE, RESERVES, AND CAPITAL ADEQUACY

Authorised Capital and Paid-up Capital

The Bank's authorised share capital and fully paid-up capital stood unchanged at Rs 2,000 crore and Rs

2,59,76,000 crore respec�vely during the year.

Reserves, Net Worth, and Capital Adequacy

The Bank achieved a notable 27.88% increase in net worth and a 15% improvement in capital adequacy

in the fiscal year 2023-24.
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BUSINESS OVERVIEW AND PROFITABILITY
Business growth

The Bank reported a 9.67% increase in business this year, with the deposit level growing from

Rs 3604.18 crore to Rs 3881.63 crore, loans and advances from Rs 1083.21 crore to Rs 1259.19 crore,.

and overall business from Rs 4687.39 crore to Rs 5140.82 crore. A detailed 10-year business trend

report is provided below:

Net and Opera�ng Profit

Net profit for the year stood at Rs 62.30 crore compared to Rs 37.76 crore in the previous year.

Opera�ng profit before provisions and con�ngencies had increased by as much as 37.7% from Rs 77.85

crore to Rs 107.2 crore.
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Net Interest Income

Interest earnings grew by 17.82% from Rs 230.63 crore to Rs 280.65 crore, and interest expenditure by

10.91% from Rs 106.21 crore to Rs 117.8 crore. Net interest income grew posi�vely by 30.8% from

Rs 124.42 crore to Rs 162.85 crore, against the growth of 24.36% registered during the previous year..

Opera�ng Income/Expenditure

Total opera�ng income increased from Rs 244.01 crore in March 2023 to Rs 291.67 crore in March

2024, and opera�ng expenditure from Rs 59.94 crore to Rs 66.67 crore over the same period.

The Bank's total credit por�olio increased by 16.25% from Rs 1083.21 crore in March 2023 to.
Rs 1259.22 crore in March 2024, compared to a 14.39% growth in the previous year..

Asset Management Hubs (AMHs)

The Hub and Spoke model of centralised processing of credit proposals has contributed substan�ally to

improving the quality of the Bank's loan assets. The three AMHs opera�ng out of Shillong, Jowai and

Tura together accounted for the processing close to a third of all loans sanc�oned by amount, and

about a fi�h by number of accounts as at the end of 2023-24.

Agricultural credit

The agricultural sector is the Bank's key focus area and notably, the credit outstanding in this sector

increased by 22.33% over the year, rising from Rs 216.54 crore in 31st March 2023 to Rs 264.88 crore in

31st March 2024. As at the end of March 2024, agricultural credit accounted for 21.03% of total credit

outstanding.

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INVESTMENTS

The Bank's surplus funds were invested in accordance with the provisions of Sec�on 24 of the Banking

Regula�on Act, and in conformity with RBI guidelines and alignment with the Bank's Board-approved

investment policy. SLR funds were primarily deployed in purchasing government securi�es, with the

SBI Securi�es Services Branch, Mumbai, managing the transac�ons. Non-SLR funds were allocated to

current accounts and term deposit accounts of the sponsor bank and other banks, as well as selected

mutual funds.

LOAN RECOVERY ANDNPA (NON-PERFORMING ASSET) MANAGEMENT

Loan recovery and NPA reduc�on were top priori�es for the Bank. Through relentless follow-up ac�ons

and vigilant monitoring, the Bank by the end of the year successfully contained gross NPA to Rs 65.29

crore, represen�ng 5.19% of total advances.
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CRR AND SLR

The Bank fully complied with the regulatory requirements for CRR and SLR. During the final repor�ng

fortnight of 2023-24, specifically from 15th to 29th March 2024, an average of Rs 185.20 crore was

maintained in current account with the RBI to cover the CRR requirement of Rs 177.61 crore, and an

average of Rs 795.93 crore was allocated under approved SLR avenues to meet the SLR requirement of

Rs 635.28 crore.

FINANCIAL INCLUSION (FI)

FLCs (Financial literacy camps)

The Bank conducted a vigorous campaign to enhance and expand financial literacy across the state. A

total of 932 Financial Literacy Camps (FLCs) were organised at various rural centres by our rural

branches during the year. The financial support extended by NABARD, Shillong, and the contribu�ons

of the Banking Correspondents (BCs) in organising these FLCs are duly acknowledged.

PMJDY (Pradhan Mantri Jan Dhan Yojana)

The Bank ac�vely promoted the opening of PMJDY accounts as part of its Financial Inclusion (FI)

campaign. Notably, Phulbari branch emerged as the leading branch, successfully opening the highest

number of PMJDY accounts (6149 accounts) during 2023-24.
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Prime Minister's social security schemes: PMJJBY, PMSBY, APY

Strong effort was made to educate customers regarding the benefits available under the Prime

Minister's social security schemes, and to encourage eligible individuals to subscribe to these. In the

past year, the branches most ac�ve in implemen�ng the programme were Umsning branch, with 2,254

enrolments under PMJJBY; Phulbari branch, with 3,883 enrolments under PMSBY; and Nongstoin

branch, with 35 enrolments under APY.

BCs (Banking correspondents)

The Bank has a total of 670 BCs (Business Correspondents) who played a crucial role in enhancing

customer services and promo�ng financial inclusion alongside our field staff. We greatly appreciate the

contribu�ons rendered by MSRLS (Meghalaya State Rural Livelihoods Society) and our corporate BCs in

this regard.

CUSTOMER VALUE ENHANCEMENT

SBI Life Insurance

The Bank is a corporate of SBI life Insurance Corpora�on Limited to meet the life insurance needs of the

Bank's Customers, as part of Financial Inclusion apart from earning non-interest income. The Bank

mobilized New Business Premium (NBP) of Rs 6.89 Crore and earned a commission income of Rs 1.54

Crore respec�vely during FY '24.

SBI General Insurance

The Bank had �ed up with SBI General Insurance CO. Ltd. For cross selling as a Corporate Agent to

market general insurance products viz., Group Health Insurance Scheme and Group Personal

Accidental Insurance Scheme apart from insurance of the Assets financed by the Bank. The Bank

mobilized Gross Weighted Premium (GWP) of Rs 3.16 Crore and earned a commission income of Rs

0.24 Crore respec�vely during FY '24.
